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In Windows XP languages are assigned to three language collections: Basic, Complex 
Script and East Asian. The Basic language collection is installed during installation. The 
remaining two language collections are optional features that can be installed form the 
Windows XP installation media. 

To add language support you must login as a user who belongs to the Administrators group. 
You will also need to have the Windows XP installation CD-Rom in on hand in case it is 
required during the language support installation. This step is required to add language 
support for the languages that belong to the Complex Script and East Asian languages 
collections. 

1. Click on the Start button, and go to the Control Panel 
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2. Click on Regional and Language Options 

 

3. Click on the Languages tab 

4. In the Supplemental language support section, select “Install files for complex script 
and right-to-left languages” and select “Install files for East Asian languages”. 
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5. Click the OK button.
